A number of reports are reaching this department indicating that the perforated 
screen--which is welded into the A-56613 exhaust cap as a spark arrestor- -
is subject to plugging from carbon. This is to be expected since the exhaust 
gases contain a certain amount of carbon- -more, if the fuel mixture adjust­
ment is rich, and less if the adjustment is proper. 

Plugging which occurs quickly- -in less than one week of steady operation--
is invariably due to rich fuel mixture . The carburetor adjustment and /or oil 
mixture p roporti on for the fuel should be checked . 

The new A - 56613 exhaust cap replaced a "sandwich-type" element which was , 
from all reports , frequently the cause of cylinder and piston failure . Now, 
it seems reasonable to stress the advantages of the new cap, which are simply 
these : 

The new cap doesn't burn out easily. 

The new cap prevent s the discharge of hot sparks . 

The new cap is easily cleaned: you can use a wire brush, a 
wire wheel or carbon sol vent . 

The new cap provides a check on fuel mixture and carburetor 
adjustment . 

The new cap is inexpensive .

The attached sheets list part numbers of the new Homelite chain which we expect to 
have available in early September . If you have not already placed your stock order, 
we suggest you take time right now to do so . All this chain is chipper type. 

In assigning part numbers we have tried to follow a pattern with some logic . Restric ­
tion imposed by the necess ity for avoiding conflict with numbe.rs already in use and 
other factors have resulted in some inconsistencies . However , we are confident that 
you will find these numbers relatively easy to work with. 

Note that the prefix "HC" is used with all numbers (for reels, parts and loops of 
Homelite brand chain . ) The suffix "R" is used with all numbers designating reels 
(and reels only . ) The suffix "L" is used with all numbers designating loops (and 
loops only , ) 

The last tw o digits in the reel numbers indicate the type of chain, the counterpart 
of Oregon chai n type numbers with which you are familiar, such as 04, 10, 52 and 
62. The d igits preceding the last two in the reel numbers indicate the number of 
feet i n the reel. For example , HC 10010- R designates Homelite brand chain, 100 
feet , #10 in a reel. HC 5004-R designates Homelite brand chain, 50 feet, 1#4 in a 
reel. 

In repair parts the last digit is arbitrary but is used consistently for parts of the 
same descripti on. For example a 11 311 as a final digit indicates a drive link, a 11 6 11 

as a final digit indicates a tie strap for the type of chain designated by preceding 
di gi ts, The ''0'' preceding the final digit has no significance but is a necessary part 
of the number, The digit or digits preceding the last two indicate the type of chain. 
For example , HC 100 3 is the part number for Homelite brand drive link for Ill O chain. 
HC 403 is the part number for Homelite brand dri_ve link for #4 chain. 

For loops of chain the last two digits indicate the number of drive links when less 
than l 00 driv e links are required . When l 00 or more are required, the last three 
dig it s indicate the number of drive links. The digits preceding the number of 
drive links indicate the type of chain. For example, HC 1058-L designates a 
Homelite brand loop of #10 chain with 58 drive links, HC l 0133-L designates a 
Homelite brand loop of #10 chain with 133 drive links. HC 469 - L designates a 
Homelite brand loop of #4 chain with 69 drive links. 

In general, your Homelite Branch will supply Homelite brand loops in the same nominal 
s i zes as we have b.een supplying in Oregon loops. These sizes are indicated by an
